S C H O L A R S H I P S

There are two types of Art Center scholarships—endowed and annual 

scholarships. Both provide the donor with the opportunity to name the 

scholarship, select what disciplines are eligible and have a direct impact 

on the lives of Art Center students. Endowed scholarships create a legacy 

as the principal is preserved in a permanent fund, with the scholarship 

award coming from the interest. 

		  Annual scholarships, which can also be named, provide substantial 

and immediate financial assistance to students. With annual scholarships, 

all funds are utilized immediately, and no principal is maintained.

– 	Keep Art Center competitive and at an even pace with growing 

	 scholarship programs at other colleges and universities

–	 Honor or memorialize remarkable friends and alumni

– 	Provide a direct link between students and donors  



Giving Levels for Named Scholarships

–	 Endowed scholarships: $100,000 minimum

– 	Annual scholarships: $45,000 minimum (over three years at 

	 $15,000 per year)

While Art Center’s tuition falls within the mid-range of private art and 

design colleges, it can be a financial challenge for many applicants. Your 

gift to scholarships provides life-changing financial assistance to both 

current and future Art Center students. 

		  Approximately 76 percent of Art Center students currently receive 

financial aid, but those relying on loans graduate with an average debt  

of about $75,000. Your contribution allows Art Center to create a more 

robust scholarship program, enabling the College to grant larger awards  

to more students.
